What can we do as parishioners? We ask you to open your hearts and your checkbooks to meet
our goal to financially support both the parish and the school. Our Parish has to work together to
increase weekly collections by $2,000 in addition to an immediate infusion of contributions &
pledges raising at least $150,000 over the next four months. This special St. James School
collection will enable us to remain open next year. We have always met the challenge in the
past, and | am hopeful we will meet it now.

As Jim McLaughlin presented at the February 27 and 28, 2010 masses, we are implementing a
campaign, “Fulfilling the Promise to Hand on our Catholic Faith,” to raise the $150,000. We
have enclosed a packet containing a pledge form, 5 year summary of Parish finances, and a
return address envelope. Please complete the pledge form, enclose a check (if possible), and
return it to the rectory or place it in the collection basket. We would like to have all pledges paid
by July 1, 2010. If you do not want your name included in the fund updates, please check
“anonymous’ on your pledge form.

We would like to thank the parents who send their children to St. James School. We know that
the increase in tuition is painful, especially during these tough economic times; but the sacrifices
you make to provide an outstanding Catholic education for your child(ren) are inspiring. We-
also want to encourage those of you considering leaving St. James School to meet this challenge
with us, put aside your differences, and stay. Together we will continue the vibrant traditions
and educational excellence that St. James School has solidified in this Parish. If changes need to
be made in school, we will work together to make these changes.

We have the opportunity and commitment to meet this challenge. Please help us to continue the
wonderful traditions St. James Parish and School has provided for our families and community.
